SOUTHERN FEDERATION OF DANCE

COMPETITION RULES

Please note that CD’s should be burnt at the lowest speed - X 8 or x16 writing speed is the preference.  

1.
The Southern Federation of Dance Competitions are open to all dance schools.

2.
All sections EXCEPT SECTION 016, 026, 036, 046, 056 of the Competitions AND with the exception noted at 2a are open to amateurs only, i.e.,


(i)
Students who are deriving an income from full or part-time professional dancing are ineligible to enter

(ii) Students who are attending a full-time dance course are ineligible to enter.

(iii) SFD specifies the number of hours of study that constitutes a full time student is anyone who does more than


15 hours training – this makes them ineligible to compete in the competitions.  

2a
A student who is ineligible to enter in point (i) or (ii) MAY perform in the troupe section for their school.

2b
Sections 016, 026, 036, 046, and 056 are 16+ open solo sections and may be entered by any person. Whether that person is amateur or in full time, part time or professional dancing, including if that person is deriving an income from teaching or student teaching. 

3.
(i)    Entries must be lodged on or before the closing date.


(ii)
No late entries will be accepted.

(iii)
All entries must be written.  No telephone entries will be accepted.


(iv)
Order of appearance and age groups will be confirmed by post or email.

(v) A levy of $10.00 will be placed on the entries from each school to cover administration.

(vi) The Committee reserves the right to change/combine groups if insufficient entry numbers are received.

4.
(i)
No entry will be accepted unless accompanied by the full entry fee.


(ii)
Entry forms are to be totalled and forwarded with one (1) cheque, payable to Southern Federation of Dance (including $10.00 levy).


(iii)
No refund will be made for any fee paid after the entry has been accepted.


(iv)
Competitors are not entitled to a refund in cases of non-appearance in any section or sections.

5.
(i)
In all sections, the competitors age on January 1st will be deemed to be the age of the competitor.


(ii)
The date of birth of each entrant must be supplied on the entry form.


(iii)
For Duos, Trios and Troupes, the section entered will be determined by the age of the oldest entrant.

6.
(i)
Competitors who are 8 years and over must enter as Novice or Open for solo sections only.


(ii)
A competitor must enter the OPEN section if he/she has won either 1st, 2nd  or 3rd place in that 



particular section in any competition in the last 2 years.  A competitor who has not placed for a period of 3 




years will be entitled to return to Novice sections.


(iii)
A Novice is a competitor who has not won 1st, 2nd or 3rd place in the section entered within the last 3 years.

(iv) There will be no Open section for competitors under 8 years of age.

(v) At least 6 entries must be received in any section for the section to be presented.  In the event of less than 6

        entries received novice and open sections will be combined.  

(vi) Novice ruling – is taken from the closing date (31st March) not from when the entry is posted.  If a competitor should gain a place before the closing date, after mailing your entry from, the committee is to be notified, in writing, and the competitor will be transferred to OPEN section.

7.
The Committee reserves the right to call upon any competitor, at any time, at his/her own expense to furnish his/her birth certificate or copy thereof, and to withhold any prize money, medal, ribbon or trophy until such certificate or copy shall have been furnished.

8.
In all Duos, Trios and Troupes, the names and birth dates of each competitor must be given at the time of entry.  No person will be allowed to compete under any name other than that sent to the Committee on the entry form at the time of entry acceptance.

9.
(i)
Competitors can enter only their own age group unless no section is listed in that age group.


(ii)
One (1) entry only will be allowed from each competitor in Duo & Trio sections.

10.
A troupe must consist of a minimum of four (4) entrants.

11.
(i)
The Committee reserves the right to amend the program at any time, to divide or combine any section, and to cancel any section if insufficient entries are received.


(ii)
Entry fees will be transferred/refunded if a section is cancelled.

12.
(i)
The teacher must be prepared to assist at the Southern Federation of Dance Competitions, or supply suitable person/s to be official “Helpers” at the Competitions.

(ii) Competitors will be withdrawn from sections if requested assistance is not provided.

13.
(i)
The teacher will be responsible for all competitor requirements and to ensure all dates, times, music, etc.,   

                   are correct.


(ii)
Please ensure that your music recording is of performance quality.

(iii)
Please ensure that choreography, music and costuming are suitable for a family audience.

14.
(i)
Music may be provided on either a cassette tape or C.D.

(ii)
Music will be operated by a member of the theatre or Southern Federation of Dance.

(iii)
Tapes must be ready to play at the beginning of a cassette containing only the ONE piece of music.

(iv)
C.D’s must contain only one track of music.

(v)
Each competitor must have his or her own separate cassette tape containing music for only one dance.


(vi)
All cassettes/ C.D’s, cassette/C.D covers and spines must be clearly marked with the;

• Name of the competitor

• Name of the section

• Number of the competitor

• Name of the dance school.

(vii)
 The song title and composer must be supplied for each dance, as requested on the applicable entry form/s.

15.
(i)
Music must be handed in at the check point in the theatre foyer at least one full section prior to the competitor's section.


(ii)
Responsibility for collection of the music rests with the competitor.

16.
(i)
The Adjudicator(s) will be appointed by the Committee.


(ii)
The Committee reserves the right to arrange for adjudication by any qualified person at any time whether or not such person has been named or appointed as the official Adjudicator.

17.
Competitors must not be or have been pupils of the Adjudicator(s) during the six months prior to the Competitions.

18.
(i)
Communication with the Adjudicator(s) either by competitors, teachers or other interested parties during the Competitions is absolutely prohibited.


(ii)
The Committee reserves the right to disqualify a competitor for any breach of this rule.

19.
In a section where there are less than six (6) competitors, placings will be awarded at the Adjudicator's discretion.

20.
(i)
Prizes will be presented at the time of the adjudication.


(ii)
The onus is on the competitor to collect all medals, ribbons, trophies, critiques and monies.

21.
The competitor and teacher must accept as final any decision made by the Adjudicator and/or the Southern Federation of Dance Committee and no correspondence will be entered into.

22.
(i)
Competitors must book in back stage at least one full section prior to the start of their section.


(ii)
Competitors must be ready backstage at least one half hour prior to the start of their section.  Once checked in competitors must not leave the back stage area.


(iii)
Competitors must be ready to take their places on stage at the given time and must compete in the order in which their names appear on the running sheet.


(iv)
If not present when called upon, competitors are liable for disqualification.

23.
Where a competitor leaves the stage before time and requests a second attempt;


(i)
The competitor will be placed at the end of the section


(ii)
The competitor will not be eligible for a 1st, 2nd or 3rd prize.

24.
(i)
Only competitors and teachers/helpers on duty are permitted backstage and in dressing rooms.


(ii)
Teachers will only be permitted side stage for the duration of their student’s dance.

25.
No lighted candles, naked flames, fresh fruit, flowers, vegetables or glass may be used on stage.

26. Competitors must comply strictly with the time limits stated.  They will not be adjudicated after the specific time has elapsed and are liable for disqualification for any breach of this rule.



27. The Committee reserves the right to disqualify any competitor for any action not in accordance with any             of the rules of the Southern Federation Dance Competitions.

28. All care has been taken in the compilation of the schedule and the Committee reserves the right to rectify any errors or omissions.

29.
Southern Federation of Dance will not be responsible for any lost or stolen goods.

30.
Competitors compete at their own risk.
31.
The decision by the Committee regarding any matter not provided for by these rules will be final.

32.
The use of mobile phones, tape recorders, video cameras and/or cameras by members of the audience during the Competitions is strictly prohibited. Offenders will be removed and recorded material will be forfeited to the Committee.  Teachers entering students should advise their students’ families of this rule.

33.
Curtains will only be used during the Troupe sections.

34.
It is the responsibility of the teachers (who may further copy and distribute entry forms) to ensure that competitors and their parents are aware of the rules.

35. Protests are to be made in writing within 20 minutes of adjudication, and before the end of the next section.  A deposit of $20.00 must accompany any protest, which will be forfeited if deemed frivolous. 

36.
No alcohol is permitted to be consumed by competitors at any time while the competitions are in progress.  Dinking of alcohol in any part of the theatre will result in immediate disqualification of that competitor / troupe and competitors will be asked to leave the theatre immediately.

37.
Competitors in Under 12 sections should not wear pointe shoes.

38.
Teachers cannot be competitors in solos/duos/trios if they are teaching unsupervised for more than 6 hours per week.  This rule does not apply for troupes.

39.      If music is faulty the following procedures will occur:

1.  
If music is jumping or playing up during a competitor’s dance/troupe the sound technician will turn off the music.

2.  
If a competitor stops dancing and leaves the stage due to faulty music/jumping/stretched/skipping they will be given the option of repeating their dance at the end of the section.


3.  
If a competitor continues dancing without music, they will not be disqualified.  They will be given the option of repeating their dance at the end of the section.


4.  
If music is faulty on a repeat performance, the competitor can decide whether to leave the stage or continue without music.  The competitor will not be disqualified.


5.  
Troupe music issues will be left to teacher’s discretion.

TIME LIMITS
SOLOS, DUOS & TRIOS (all sections)


TROUPES

Three (3) minutes maximum for all age groups.

Five (5) minute maximum.


SCHOLARSHIP COMPETITIONS

The Scholarship Competitions will be held on the same dates as the general Competitions.

ENTRIES
Entries must be lodged on or before the closing date.

No late entries will be accepted.
All entries must be written.  No telephone entries will be accepted.

A levy of $10.00 will be placed on the entries from each school to cover administration (do not include if levy was forwarded with general competition fees).

No entry will be accepted unless accompanied by the full entry fee.

Entry forms are to be totalled and forwarded with one (1) cheque, payable to Southern Federation of Dance.

No refund will be made for any fee paid after the entry has been accepted.

Competitors are not entitled to a refund in the case of any non-appearance.  

Competitors/Scholarship entry fee does not include entry fee into the open solo section.  Please include this as a separate payment.

REQUIREMENTS OF ENTRY
1.
Candidates wishing to enter Scholarships must meet the standards as set out below.

2.
Candidates must participate in an unseen technical class taken by the Adjudicator (or Adjudicator's assistant) prior to the solo performed on stage.

3.
Candidates must perform a solo on stage on the general Competition day.

The Adjudicator will assess performances both in the technical class and during the stage solo before making judgement and awarding prizes.

TECHNICAL CLASSES
The technical classes will be held during the actual Competitions.  Exact times will be advised as part of the general competitions program. Entrance into the scholarship acknowledges attendance on this date. 

TECHNICAL CLASS DRESS REQUIREMENTS

  

JUNIOR

Classical: 
Girls - Classical leotard, (any plain colour) flesh ballet tights, soft ballet shoes.   Ballet skirts are not permitted. 



Boys – White boys leotard, school uniform plain tights with white or black ballet shoes. 

Tap: 
Girls - Dance school leotard and tights (any colour) tap shoes.



Boys – Dance school colour singlet or fitted T Shirt, tights or shorts.

Jazz: 
Girls - Dance school leotard and tights (any colour) jazz shoes.  



Boys – Dance school colour singlet or fitted T Shirt, tights or shorts.

Jazz sneakers and dance pants are not permitted.

MAJOR

Classical:
Girls - As above with addition of pointe shoes.



Boys – As above.

JUNIOR 

Junior Scholarship candidates are only eligible to enter if their teacher is a current financial member of Southern Federation of Dance.  In order to gain entry, candidates for the Junior sections of the Classical, Jazz or Tap Scholarships must:

·  Be 13 years of age or under

· Enter at least ONE other dance, in any style, in an OPEN SOLO SECTION of the S.F.D Competitions in that        same year

· The candidate must have successfully entered a Southern Federation of Dance examination in any style. This examination must have been within the previous two years.  The student will be eligible to enter a Scholarship in a style other than that which they have completed their exams in, proof of which is required to be entered on the entry form.
NB.  If candidates enter the same style of dance in both the Scholarship and general competitions, the solos must NOT BE THE SAME.

MAJOR
Major Scholarship candidates are only eligible to enter if their teacher is a current financial member of Southern Federation of Dance.  In order to gain entry, candidates for the Major sections of the Classical, Jazz or Tap Scholarships must:

·   be 17 years of age or under

· Enter at least ONE other dance, in any style, in an OPEN SOLO SECTION of the S.F.D Competitions in that        same year

· The candidate must have successfully entered a Southern Federation of Dance examination in any style. This examination must have been within the previous two years.  The student will be eligible to enter a Scholarship in a style other than that which they have completed their exams in, proof of which is required to be entered on the entry form.

NB.  If candidates enter the same style of dance in both the Scholarship and general competitions, the solos must NOT BE THE SAME. The competitor must present a new musical selection and new choreography for their 2nd solo.

PROPS for all Scholarship sections:

Refer to rule 25 in the General Section.

PRIZES AWARDED

A trophy and/or monetary award will be presented to candidates achieving first, second and third place at the completion of each Scholarship.  All candidates performing a solo in any of the Scholarship sections will receive a sash before final stage presentation.  Onus is on the candidate to collect all monies, trophies, critiques and sashes.

SCHOLARSHIP RULES
All rules from the general sections apply to the Scholarship sections with the following additions;

40.
The Scholarship Competition is ONLY open to students of Southern Federation of Dance Members, Licentiate or Fellow members.

41.
The candidate must have successfully entered a Southern Federation of Dance examination in any style. This examination must have been within the previous two years.  The student will be eligible to enter a Scholarship in a style other than that which they have completed their exams in, proof of which is required to be entered on the entry form.

42.
The candidate's teacher must be a current financial member of Southern Federation of Dance and must meet all the requirements under the rules and conditions of Scholarship entry.

43.
The candidate's teacher must enter scholarship students in at least ONE other dance in an OPEN SOLO SECTION in the general sections of the Southern Federation of Dance Competitions in that year.  The competitor must present a new musical selection and new choreography for their 2nd solo.

44.
The number of candidates required to constitute a Scholarship will be: no less than six (6) competitors and no more than twenty (20).  The minimum number will be strictly enforced.

45.
In order to enter, candidates must be available for all dates set out above; ie. - Technical Class and Competition days.
46.
Candidates will be required to wear the uniform of their dance school in the technical class/es. As stated in technical class dress requirements.

47.
(i)   Written or personal communication with the Adjudicator at the Technical classes and the Scholarship                        

       performance by teachers, students and other interested parties is absolutely prohibited.


(ii) The Committee reserves the right to disqualify a competitor for any breach of this rule.

48.
(i)  The Southern Federation of Dance requires Scholarship candidates to complete the entire Technical class.

(ii) Adjudication of candidates is at the Adjudicator’s discretion.  The competitor and teacher must accept as final   

       any decision made by the Adjudicator and/or The Southern Federation of Dance, and no correspondence will 
       be entered into.
49.

The steps given in the technical class will be of an "unseen" nature, at the Adjudicator's discretion and not based on the SFD syllabus.

50.
(i) The candidate may enter the general solo sections of the Southern Federation of Dance Competitions in   


       the same style of dance as that entered for the Scholarship Competition but must enter a DIFFERENT  

              SOLO.
  (ii) Candidates may enter general sections of Competitions in a different style of dance to that entered in the 


        Scholarship sections.

51.

Candidates may enter classical, jazz and/or tap sections of the Scholarship in their appropriate age group.

52.

The competitor must present a new musical selection and new choreography for their 2nd solo.

53.

With a year of non participation, winners of the Junior Scholarship in any style are encouraged to re-enter within the same category should their age allow.

Please note that SFD will permit the opening of doors between competitors throughout the Scholarship sections.
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
