Please be advised the following ruling regarding Pre Elementary classical exercise 22. Ballone Compose and pas de basque saute en avant and en arriere
 

· As of 2011 Variation A will NO LONGER be executed.
· Variation B WILL be requested as separate exercises.  ie en avant then the music will be stopped and en arriere will be viewed as a separate exercise.  

 Although teachers are still welcome to combine these exercises for the purpose of practice in class, Examiners will NOT BE combining in the examination.
EXAMINATION CERTIFICATE AMENDMENTS

As per the ‘Examination Recommendations’ guidelines, any teacher requesting amendments to certificates must notify the office IN WRITING of any changes and include payment of $11.00 per certificate for replacements.

Changes include:

·  Candidate name spelling

·  Incorrect levels

·  Change of dates

·  Changes due to illegible writing.

Exam confirmation sheets should be typed or written in block letters as the writing on certificates is taken directly from these forms.

All amendments will be processed after 1st October, and collated for distribution to members via the Examiner.  NO AMENDMENTS WILL BE ACCEPTED ON THE DAY.

Examiners may use spelling corrections offered on the day for their written reports.
