INTERSTATE MEMBERS

As advised recently, it has been decided that interstate members only need to travel to Victoria every SECOND year to attend revision classes relating to their exam entries.

Therefore, if you attended the Convention in January 2010 you are not required to attend in January 2011 and we will see you again in 2012.

Whilst you are more than welcome to come to the Convention in January 2011, it will not attract a travel/accommodation rebate, and will be at your own cost.
