TEACHING CERTIFICATE COURSE

The teaching certificate course has been established for over 14 years.

The course is highly comprehensive and has proven to be most successful in training competent and responsible dance teachers.  Candidates choose to study one of the three styles offered:  Jazz, Tap or Classical.

The course covers practical and theoretical aspects of dance such as teaching methodology, common faults and their prevention, major muscle groups, the skeletal system, body alignment/posture, stretching, safe dance practices, Nutrition, Growth and Motor Development and injury prevention/management.  It also incorporates syllabus training in the Southern Federation of Dance lower levels 1 - 5 in Jazz, Tap or Classical.

The course is run by Southern Federation of Dance examiners with presentations given by guest lecturers.

The lectures and workshops will run over a 5-day period. 

COURSE

PRE REQUISITES

To be eligible for the teaching certificate course:

· Candidates must be at least 17 years of age.

· Candidates must have gained Commended or higher for Level 8 in Jazz or Tap or Pre-Elementary Classical in the Southern Federation of Dance method OR the equivalent from another society of dance.  

· Candidates must apply for the style in which they hold the pre-requisite level i.e. Pre- Elementary Classical must apply for Classical stream.

The Southern Federation of Dance committee of management may give consideration and recognition to prior learning.

TEACHING CERTIFICATE 

EXAMINATION

Candidates must sit for the examinations within one calendar year of completing the course.  The exam consists of a practical and a written component.

The practical component involves 

· Thorough knowledge of levels    1 – 5 the in the chosen style.

· Teaching unknown students selected exercises from levels    1 – 5.

· Each style has a separate choreographic component.

The written component involves

· A one-hour examination on the theoretical component covered in the course.  It is in the format of short answer and multiple-choice questions.

Proof of at least 20 hours of teaching is required in order to complete the qualification.

COST

The cost of the course includes learning of the syllabus work from levels 1 – 5 in the chosen style, the syllabus and music on compact disc, all areas of study required for the teaching certificate exam, guest lecturers, course notes and other study material.

The fee for the course is separate to the examination fee.  Both are advised in January each year.
ADDITIONAL OPTIONS
